The charts show the system on which these colour patches

were designed, whereby anyone knowing (1) the basic shapes

(indicating division or service), (2) lower colours (usually

denoting brigade), and (3) upper colours (usually denoting

unit) could at a glance determine to what unit the wearer

belonged. The four irregularities in the case of the infantry
are marked with asterisks.
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
