Australian War Memorial
Summer Vacation Scholarships 
2023
The Australian War Memorial provides Summer Vacation Scholarships for history students in the third or fourth year of an undergraduate course, undertaking early-stage postgraduate studies, or enrolled in museum or public history courses. To be eligible to apply, students need to have completed a BA or equivalent in history or a related discipline by the beginning of the scholarship.
Each scholar is allocated a project relating to the Memorial’s research interests. At the end of the scholarship period, scholars give a 20-minute presentation (in the form of a webinar) to staff and interested members of the public. After the scholarship period, scholars submit a 6,000-word written research report on their project.
The scholarship period will begin on 16 January and end on 24 February 2023.
Border closures and travel restrictions may occur as a result of the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic.  National, state, or territory health advice and associated travel restrictions may place constraints on some applicants, and there may be unanticipated changes to arrangements at late notice. These changes could include cancellation of the Summer Scholars program at short notice. For these and other reasons, otherwise successful applicants may not be able to take up the scholarship in 2023.
Scholars from outside the ACT will be provided with accommodation for the scholarship period of 16 January to 24 February 2023. For Canberra-based scholars, the safest accommodation will be their own homes.
A travel bursary will be available for scholars to contribute to the cost of travel to and from Canberra. Please note: given the current unpredictable cost and scheduling difficulties of air travel, this bursary may not cover the full cost of travel.  
In addition to the travel bursary, scholars are paid an honorarium of $505 per week for the six weeks of the scholarship (provided they are not in receipt of a regular, full-time income). 
The application process involves providing an example of written work, such as an essay submitted at university, or a chapter of a thesis. Assessors will be looking for evidence of critical engagement with historical sources, originality of thought, and clarity of expression.
Applications must include:

1. Completed application questionnaire (please provide as a PDF)

2. Certified academic transcript

3. Writing sample
4. One academic letter of reference (to be provided to the Memorial by the referee)
Completed applications should be emailed to the address below. 
Applications open on 29 August 2022 and close at 5 pm Australian Eastern Daylight Savings Time on Friday 23 September 2022. No applications will be accepted before the opening date, or after the closing date.
